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WINTERPARK

Falling Men and Flying Dreams is the second album for Melbourne’s Winterpark. At the core of the indie-electro act are the vocals of Jordy Hewitt and the guitar noises and programming of Matt Ridgway.

Much of this second album was conceived and tested on the road during a three month round the world adventure that took the band to stages as far flung as New York, London, Berlin, Prague, Paris, Helsinki, Tokyo and Iceland Airwaves festival in Reykjavik.

Mixed by Casey Rice (Tortoise/Dirty Three/Grand Salvo) and mastered by Roger Siebel (!!!/Death Cab for Cutie/Modest Mouse) Falling Men and Flying Dreams oscillates between bittersweet pop, fragile glitch, and drowned-in-sound shoe-gaze.

With Indie-electro moments like Hooked and Underneath My Eyelids, plus dream-pop lushness in Wall Kids and So Far, maybe you’ll lose yourself in Winterpark.

A brief history....
Winter 2005 Jordy meets Matt after moving from Perth to Melbourne. Matt, who has been playing guitar in Jordy’s brother’s band, asks her to sing on a couple of tracks he has been producing.

2006 Song writing and gigs continue for Winterpark, playing shows around Melbourne and interstate… the band often bring projectors and a collection of TVs to the stage to build a visual landscape to immerse their audience further into an audio and visual experience.
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Autumn 2007 sees the release of the debut album One Night Alone. Promotional schedule includes successful interstate launches, positive press from the likes of Rolling Stone, radio play and interviews on RRR, FBI, 2SER, RTR and Triple J’s Soundlab.

Winter 2007 and Winterpark’s music is used in Japanese feature film Academy, and short film Centre of the Universe, shot in Brooklyn, New York.
Spring 2007 throws Winterpark onto the world stage, with a tour that takes the band to New York, London, Berlin, Prague, Paris, Tokyo, Helsinki and Reykjavik at Iceland Airwaves festival. Whilst on the road in New York, they shoot a film clip on 16mm for new song Wall Kids.

Summer 2007, and Winterpark discover that they have become recipients of the Vic Rocks Music Career Building grant, which allows them to fund the mixing and mastering of Falling Men and Flying Dreams.

2008 has already seen a tour to Sydney, a live to air performance on FBI, an interview in May’s edition of J-Mag.

To top this off, Music from their debut album accentuated the climactic closing scene of the first episode of channel 9‘s Underbelly series, and was included on the show’s soundtrack CD.

Winterpark aim to release Falling Men and Flying Dreams before the Australian Summer hits. 
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
